The theory of the Active Servo Technology system is based upon two major
factors, the Helmholtz resonator and negative-impedance drive. Active Servo
Technology speakers reprcduce the bass frequencies through a port, which is a
small port or opening in the speaker’s cabinet. This opening is used instead of,
and performs the functions of, a woofer in a conventionally designed speaker
system. Thus, signals of low amplitude within the cabinet can, according to the
Helmhoiltz resonance theory, be output from this opening as waves of great
amplitude if the design is such that the size of the opening and the volume of
the cabinet are in the correct proportion to satisfy a certain ratio.

In order to accomplish this, moreover, the amplitudes within the cabinet must be
both precise and of sufficient power because these amplitudes must overcome
the “load” presented by the air that exists within the cabinet.

Thus it is that this problem is resolved through the employment of a design in
which this AM/FM Stereo Receiver functions to supply the signals. If the
electrical resistance of the voice coil is reduced to zero, the movement of the
speaker unit would become linear with respect to signal voltage, and, to
accomplish this, a special negative-impedance output-drive amplifier for
subtracting output impedance of the receiver is used.

By employing negative-impedance drive circuits, this receiver is able to
generate precise, low-amplitude low-frequency waves with superior damping
characteristics, and these waves are then radiated from the cabinet opening as
high-amplitude signals. The system can, therefore, by employing the negative-
impedance output drive amplifier and a speaker cabinet with the Helmholz
resonator, reproduce an extremely wide range of frequencies (45 Hz ~ 18 kHz)
with amazing sound quality and less distortion.

The features described above, are combined to the fundamental structure of the
Active Servo Technology system.

SPEAKERS

B SPEAKER STAND ASSEMBLY
(See Fig. )

Align the speakers screw holes and the stand screw holes. Attach the speakers
to the stand by securing the two screws.

B SPEAKER CONNECTION

Connect the input terminals on the back of the speakers to the receiver’s
SPEAKERS terminals with the supplied speaker cords. Make sure to connect
the left speaker cables to the L terminals and the right speaker.cables to the R
terminals, making sure that the polarity (+ and -) markings are observed. |f the
polarity is reversed at either speaker, the sound will be distorted and will lack
bass. :

To connect, press the speaker terminal lever and insert the bare end of the
speaker cable into the terminal opening. The cord will be set when the lever is
depressed. Lightly pull the speaker cables to make sure that the cables are
properly connected.

SOURCE A, B AND C
Connect the output jack of audio source 1o the INPUT A, B, or C jack using the

supplied mini-plug cable. Note that the audio connections for source A, B, and
C may comprise of compact disc player, cassette tape, etc.

POWER CABLE

Connect the one plug of supplied power cord to the MAINS AC INLET at the
rear and the other plug to the wall AC outlet.

LINE OUTPUT

Connect the LINE OUTPUT jack to an optionally available power amplifier,
cassette deck (for recording) etc. using the supplied mini-plug cable.



EXTERNAL FM ANTENNA

When the FM reception is not possible, connect an external antenna to the
external antenna jack at the rear.

NOTE
For better AM reception, try to ground the unit using the screw (GND) located
nearby external antenna jack.

The unit generates heat during operation. Be sure to install the unit in a cool
and dry place. Do not place the unit in a place subject to direct sunlight.

The remote control transmitter supplied with your receiver is designed to control
all the features of the receiver. Note that features such as the clock, memory,
AM/FM, tuning (auto or manual), and muting functions are contrellable only from
the remote control transmitter.

BATTERY INSTALLATION
(See Fig. [4] )

The remote control transmitter uses 1 battery (CR2025). Install the battery
according to the ilfustration. Make sure that the battery is properly installed.

BATTERY REPLACEMENT

When the remote control operating distance becomes short, the battery may be
weak. Replace it with a new battery.

BATTERY CAUTIONS

Incorrect use of a battery may cause leakage or an explosion. Be careful of the
following items:

When replacing:

@ Replace only with CR2025 battery.

@ Replace the battery in the correct (+) and (~) polarities as indicated in the
battery holder.

Care of the remote conirol transmitter:

& When the remote control transmitter will not be used for an extended period
of time, remove the battery.

@ Replace weak battery early,

To prevent accidents:

® Never disassemble, heat, or throw a battery into a fire. Dispose of battery in
specified places.

OPERATION RANGE

The remote control transmitter should be facing toward the receiver and be
within 7 meters (23 feet) and 30 degrees perpendicular of the receiver for
proper operation.

+: Press to call the desired broadcast station preset. Each time this is pressed,
the preset number is increased by one. (Ex: P16 = P17)

(7) VOLUME/TIME ADJ control

These are used to adjust the volume level heard from the speakers connected
to this unit. Volumes are displayed in levels and decibelis.

—: Press to decrease the volume or time indication.

+: Press to increase the volume or time indication.

CLOCK

Press to exhibit the current time on the display.

(9) MEMORY

When MEMORY is pressed, the P (preset) indicator will flash for approximately 5
seconds. During this period, press the desired Preset Station 1, 2 or 3 to siore
the displayed broadcast station frequency. To store the station to preset station
4 ~ 18, select the preset station number using the PRESET - or +, then press
the MEMORY again.

1. Press the CLOCK so that the time is exhibited on the display.

2. Press the HOUR to set the hour of the current time. While the hour is
flashing, use the VOLUME/TIME ADJ - or + to decrease or increase the
hour.

3. Once the hour is set, press the MIN to set the minute of the current time.
While the rninute is flashing, use the VOLUME/TIME ADJ - or + to decrease
or increase the minute.

4. Once the hour and minute are adjusted to the current time, press the CLOCK
to set.

LISTENING TO RADIO

For better AM/FM reception, be sure to fully extend and orient the telescopic
antenna.

AUTO TUNING

If signals are strong and there is no interference, quick automatic search tuning

is possible.

1. Select the reception band with AM/FM.

2. Press the TUNING - or + for more than 0.5 seconds. Tuning will start
automatically and will stop at the broadcast station requency with a sufficient
signal strength.

3. If the station where tuning stops is not the one you desire, press the TUNING
once again.

MANUAL TUNING

Auto tuning may not stop if the station signal is weak. If this is the case, use

manual tuning. :

1. Select the reception band with the AM/FM.

2. Press the TUNING. The frequency will change rapidly if the TUNING is kept
pressed. Release it slightly before reaching the desired frequency, and then
press it intermittently until the desired frequency is reached.

PRESET TUNING

The Preset Station can be used to select, at a single touch, any desired station

which has been preset.

1. Tune to the desired station using auto or manual search tuning.

2. Press the ME and press the desired Preset Station 1 ~ 3 while the P is
flashing for approximately 5 seconds. To store the station to preset station «
~ 18, select the preset station number using the PRESET ~ or +, then press
the MEMORY again.

3. Once the desired preset station is chosen, press the ME once again to set
the preset station.

@ Follow the same procedure for the remaining Preset Station. The new settin
will be programmed in place of the former one.

MEMORY BACK-UP

The memory back-up circuit will prevent the programmed information from
being lost even though the power is switched OFF. If, however, the unit is not
used for about one week, the memory may be erased. If this is the case, it can
be re-programmed by simply following the above procedure. Power must be
supplied for at least one hour before full back up fucility is operative.

LISTENING TO OTHER SOURCES

1. Press the POWER.
2. Select the desired source to be heard with the INPUT A, B or C.
3. Play the source and adjust the VOLUME.



TIMER OPERATION
SLEEP TIMER

1. When the POWER of the receiver is ON, press the SLEEP to set the sleep
timer. The SLEEP indicator will be displayed. The timer will set the receiver
OFF in one hour.

WAKE-UP TIMER

Select the broadcast station to be heard when the wake-up time is reached.
